APPLICANT CRITERIA FOR SCHOLARSHIP CONSIDERATION


· Enrolled as a full-time student (at least 12 credits) at Salish Kootenai College.

· Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 based on most recent transcript (college or high school). 

· Must not be on Financial Aid Suspension.

· Must have a financial need of at least $500 (as determined on your Financial Aid Needs Analysis).

· Must have completed entire “Application Check List”
